Parents came from Pittsburgh, Antioch, Martinez, San Ramon, Richmond and
Concord areas. It was a good mix of ages as well. They are an eager group and very hungry for
more! Due to the holidays, we are planning to meet again in January in our Concord office. The
next topics agreed to with the group was a general overview of RCEB services and supports for
children, transition and adults. We are working on the confidentiality aspects of sharing emails -
then will send out meeting notes. The group also wanted a newsletter to be shared with
participants. We are still working on how these meeting will look but the majority wanted
monthly meetings. We are working on identifying parent leaders for specific tasks and
organizing the function of the group is still in the works! We need to remember to leave time
for socializing, as parents were happily networking and sharing info with one another after the
meeting. Thanks to lan for facilitating and Gladys and Janet for their valuable assistance that
first meeting night.”

Reactions to this message:

Ronke: Recommends to have regional support groups, for example in the Far East, Central and
West Contra Costa counties.

Jairo: RCEB can produce some guidelines for parent groups based on the current experience by
multi-racial multi-purpose groups.

Lisa: Agencies could request funds from the Disparity Funds program for translation of
newsletter or other materials used by the groups.

Caroline: Recommends working with Care Parent Network for translation of a newsletter. She
also recommends support groups to have between 8 — 10 participants.
