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The Regional Center of the East Bay would like to thank you those who submitted responses to the needs survey regarding the types of services and supports to meet current and future needs of individuals and their families in the community.

Through analysis of the data from the survey, Regional Center of the East Bay proposed to the Department of Developmental Services for development of: a provider for individuals who are Deaf or Hard of Hearing; a provider for an Enhanced Behavior Support Home for females who are dually diagnosed and who are transitioning from a restrictive environment;  10 affordable units in a Multifamily development in Newark; a special needs dentistry for clients of the regional center who are adults or children and who may require dental work under anesthesia; a step down specialized residential facility for adults transitioning from Community Crisis Homes; a forensic specialized residential facility for individuals with sex offenses, mental health and or behavioral needs; a behavioral respite agency; and a self-employment or microenterprise program. 

The Department of Developmental Services awarded Regional Center of the East Bay  the following projects as part of the Community Placement Plan or the  Community Resource Development Plan for Fiscal Year 2022-2023: 

RCEB FY 2022-23 #1, CRDP: 

$150,000 Service Provider Funds for a 4 bed, Specialized Residential Facility located in Newark, for individuals who are Deaf or Hard of Hearing. Individuals living in the home will require the support of staff who are fluent in American Sign Language (ASL). Individuals may have intensive behavioral support needs, nursing needs or sensory support needs.  Without these supports, the individuals would be unable to continue living in a community setting. The home will have modifications including bed shakers and strobe lights.   The selected Service Provider will have a lease with a Housing Development Organization (HDO) specific to the property, wherein tenant/landlord obligations are specifically outlined.  
RCEB FY 2022-23 #2, CPP: 

$200,000 Service Provider Funds for a 4 bed Enhanced Behavioral Support Home (EBSH) for adult, female individuals who are dually diagnosed and who may reside at a developmental center, institution for mental disease, or other similar restrictive setting.  Prospective applicants shall familiarize themselves with the applicable regulations for an EBSH.  The selected Service Provider will have a lease with a Housing Development Organization (HDO) specific to the property, wherein tenant/landlord obligations are specifically outlined.  This project is contingent upon the HDO finding a home before March of 2024.  
RCEB FY 2022-23 #4, CRDP: 

$400,000 to create a special needs dental surgery resource for adults and children who reside in Alameda or Contra Costa County and may require sedation or general anesthesia. 
RCEB FY 2022-23 #6, CPP: 

$350,000 Acquisition funds and $350,000 Renovation Funds for a Housing Development Organization (HDO) to purchase and renovate a home to become an EBSH for adult individuals who are sex offenders, and who need mental health and behavioral supports.  
RCEB FY 2022-23 #7, CRDP: 

$50,000 in service provider funds to develop a behavioral respite agency that can provide supports to individuals residing in the family home who may have mild to severe maladaptive behaviors. 

RCEB FY 2022-23 #8, CRDP: 

$50,000 in service provider funds to support individuals who are interested in micro enterprise or self employment.  
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
